Jesus showed His
disciples even more of His power as He healed
all the sick people that came to Him.

THE POWER OF GOD

The disciples were afraid because of the
storm, but when Jesus was with them they
knew they were safe because they had seen
God’s power at work through Him.

We’ve seen in the Bible what the Lord Jesus
did too, so we can trust Him in the ‘storms’ of
our life66. The storms of life are things like
anger, fear, tragedy, fighting, hatred, worry,
sorrow, sickness, and many others.

WHO’S THE BOSS?

Have you ever felt tired of working hard at
being good? “What’s the point?” you might
ask. Well, the Bible gives us some great
reasons why doing good is the very best
thing we can do.

SPENDING TIME

We all know how to spend money. We can spend
it wisely or blow it all on nothing! We can use
money to do good things and help others, or
we can selfishly spend it all on ourselves. In
some ways, time is just like money! You can use
your time wisely, or waste it all doing nothing.

Jesus told that story because He is like the
master who went away, and we are like the
servants left behind to do something good with
the time and gifts He has given us. Sometimes,
people that we do things for may not appreciate
it. Jesus wants us to remember that we’re not
really doing it for them «£pur parents, teachers,
friends or employers ) re doing it firstly, to
please Him!

How much easier it is to work at doing good
when we know that we’re working for God, and
that if we stick at it, we will one day hear Him
call us a “good and faithful servant”!
