But
Jesus’ enemies, the Pharisees, were angry about it
and they questioned the man and his parents. They
acted like this because they didn’t want to believe
that Jesus was the “Light of the world” John 9:5) or
believe that Jesus had healed him.

Tabitha’s Reputation
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How do we get a good name? By being the kind of person who is ALWAYS doing good and helping others. But being good ‘every now and then’ won’t do it. Tabitha was ALWAYS doing good things and that’s why she had a good reputation. It takes time to get a ‘good name,’ but it’s worth it.


Why should someone who is a Christian have a good name? Well, imagine what people would say if they knew a Christian who lived a bad life: “Huh! That guy says he’s a Christian, and then he does things like that.
