Level 2 lesson 2

Read 1 Samuel 1:20-28
and 1 Samuel 3:1-10

The Bible has two main parts: The Old
Testament was written before Jesus
came; and the New Testament was
written after Jesus was here on earth.
There are 39 different books in the Old
Testament.

Let’s look at one named after a man
called Samuel. In 1 Samuel we read
about a lady, called Hannah. She was
very sad because she didn’t have any
children. So she prayed to God and
asked Him for a little boy. She
promised God that if He gave her a
little son she would give the boy back
to serve Him.

So God gave Hannah and her husband
Elkanah a lovely baby boy. They called
him SAMUEL which means, “asked of
God.” Hannah kept her promise, too.
When Samuel was about five, she took
him to the temple.

Samuel then lived at the temple and
helped Eli the priest to serve God.
Each year Hannah went to see Samuel
and took him some new clothes.
Samuel did his work well.

One night, when Samuel was about
twelve, he heard a voice calling him.
He thought it was Eli and ran in to see
what he wanted. But it wasn’t Eli. Eli
told him to go back to bed. Then the
voice called again, “SAMUEL!” Again
he ran in to Eli. After this happened
three times, Eli realised it must be
God calling Samuel. He told Samuel to
be ready to answer the next time God
called.

Sure enough, God called again!
Samuel answered, “Speak, for your
servant is listening.” God calls to us
too, boys and girls. He asks us to listen
to His teaching in the Bible. He wants
us to love Him and do what He says.
Let’s be like Samuel, quick to obey
God and our parents.

Level 2 lesson 3

Read 1 Samuel 8:4-9, 22
and 1 Samuel 9:1-17

Samuel grew to be a good man, who
loved and obeyed God. The people of
Israel had no King and Queen. Instead,
God gave them Judges to lead them.
One was a strong man called Samson.
He once killed a lion with his own
hands!

Israel had lots of Judges and God made
Samuel one, too. He was a good,
righteous leader of His people. All the
people loved him. Sadly, his sons were
not good like he had been. They loved
money more than they loved God. The
people didn’t want them to be their
leaders, so they asked Samuel to give
them a man to be their King.

Samuel was very sad about this. He
prayed to God about it. God was sad,
too. He knew the people really didn’t
want Him as their ruler.

So God told Samuel to give the people
a king. Then He told Samuel where to
find the right young man. His name
was Saul.

When Samuel found him, Saul was
looking for some of his father’s
donkeys, which were lost. He was
very tall and good-looking and a good
worker. When Samuel saw him, God
told him this was the one chosen to
be king. Saul was made king of Israel
and all the people said, “God save the
King!”

Level 2 lesson 4

Read 1 Samuel 17:32-51

During the time Saul was king, the country
of Israel had many enemies. Saul’s army
often had to fight to protect the land. One
of their enemies had a giant, a champion
soldier named Goliath. He was over nine
feet tall! Ask Mum or Dad to show you
how tall that is. Goliath called out to Saul’s
army to send someone out to fight him.
But nobody was brave enough because he
was so big and strong.

One day, a shepherd boy named David
arrived to see his brothers who were in
Saul’s army. He had been sent by his
father to find out how they were getting
on. While David was talking to them,
Goliath again called out from the other
side of the valley for someone to come
and fight him.

David heard Goliath and saw that the
soldiers in Saul’s army were all frightened.
David told King Saul he would go and fight
this giant! Everyone thought he was being
silly, but David was serious. He was also
very brave and not afraid. He told them
how God had helped him kill a lion and a
bear to protect his sheep. He knew God
would help him kill this wicked giant who
was saying bad things about God.

Saul gave David some armour to wear.
