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Read Job 40 and Job 42���WHO’S THE BOSS? You don’t have to be a rocket scientist to work it out, but sometimes God needs to remind us who’s in charge! Imagine trying to put a jigsaw puzzle together when you don’t know what the picture is supposed to be like. Or what about assembling a model without the instructions? It’s going to make things pretty interesting! It would be the same thing to live life forgetting that God is the One in charge. God rules the whole Universe, and if we forget that, life can be confusing and troublesome!


�After a lot of long, ‘wind-bag’ speeches from Job and his friends, a huge storm blew up and God spoke to Job out of the storm! The Lord said, “Job, why are you saying, ‘Why me?’ all the time? Why are you always asking Me if I know what I’m doing?” The Lord needed to set Job straight about a few things!


God reminded Job about how little power he actually had and how little he knew. It is God who gives life to everything, who created the whole world, who controls the mighty seas, who gave all the animals their different abilities, who makes the seasons come in their time. God pointed out that Job wasn’t powerful enough to do any of those things or smart enough to understand them all!





However, he was still important to God and there were some important things that Job needed to know and remember. God is in charge of everything. He is all-powerful and there is nothing He can’t do. God is all-knowing and all-wise, so nothing escapes His eye and His plan is always the best one. God is good: He gives life and abilities to all His creatures and wants only what is best for them. God is faithful and trustworthy too, and He keeps everything running as it should!


This was God’s point: just because Job didn’t understand all the ‘ins-and-outs’ of the running of the world, he still needed to learn to trust God and to remember that He is powerful, wise, and good, and He’s the One in charge! In the end, Job admitted he was wrong to question God’s goodness and wisdom. He humbly trusted himself to God’s care again. God blessed him with even more than he had before!


We can learn a BIG lesson from Job and all that he went through! Remember: God is in charge, and He is ALWAYS good. We should never doubt that. God can be trusted with our whole lives, no matter how bad things may look at any moment!
