Are you well behaved, even when there are no
grown-ups about? Perhaps some kids at your school
misbehave when the teacher is out of the room, or
you might have a little brother or sister that plays up,
when Mum and Dad aren’t around. Maybe even YOU
are a bit naughty when no one’s around to see you!

This is often how people behave when they don’t
believe in God. They think there’s no one to punish
them for doing bad things. So they do whatever they
want, no matter how selfish, hurtful to others, or evil
itist But God does not miss any of the evil things
people do. He is the Judge of the entire world, and
people will one day have to answer to Him for what
they have done.

In the beginning, as we read in the book of
Genesis, everything God made was good. The very
first people, Adam and Eve, were perfect and lived to
love and serve God. But then they disobeyed God and
sin ruined the human race. Later in Noah’s time, the
Lord looked down from Heaven and saw all the evil
things people were doing, and His heart was filled
with pain and sorrow. He saw that people had only
evil thoughts all the time.

The Bible tells us that God is so holy and good
that He doesn’t even want to look at sin (Habakkuk

1:13). We can even find listsyof things that God
hates in-the-Bible.(Proverbs 6:16-19) “Wow!” you
might think, “I didn’t know that God could hate!”

I’'m going
to send a huge flood on the earth and wipe them all
out” (Genesis 6:6-7)1

He wants,
us to be ready! How can we escape judgement and be
ready to stand before a holy God? Noah was spared
from God’s righteous judgement because he listened
and in faith, obeyed God by building and entering the
Ark. Like Noah, we must believe God and follow His
instructions to escape judgement. We must repent
of our sin and put our faith in Jesus Christ. who has
taken the punishment for our sin on Calvary’s Cross.
Then we really will be saved and ready for Heaven!

BOOM! CRASH! WHOOOOSH! Can you remember
the worst storm you’ve ever seen? Peals of thunder,
flashes of lightning, and the roaring of the wind all
around! Then there’s the great sheets of rain that
soakyou through to the skin! It would be horrible

to be caught outside in such a terrible rainstorm,
wouldn’t it? At times like that we realise how
thankful we should be that we can shelter at home,
all safe and warm.

When the Ark was finished, and all the animals
were safe inside, God told Noah to ‘climb aboard”
with his family. Once they were inside, God Himself
closed the huge door. Then ... they ... waited ... . For
seven days, nothing happened. Maybe, the people
outside even started making fun of Noah and his
family. What were they doing all closed up in this
enormous boat in the middle of nowhere, miles
away from watert?

How silly it must have looked! But then a week
later, the first drops of rain began to fall. It rained
harder and harder and harder! For forty days, the
rain pelted down and the Bible says that God also

opened great underground springs of water which
flooded the land!

The water rose so h that even the highest
mountains on earth were covered by more than
twenty feet! The Ark floated on the water, and soon,
the eight people on board were the only people left
in the whole world! For a hundred and fifty days, the
whole €arth was covered in water. The le records
that “every living thing on the face of the earth was
destroyed... only Noah was left, and those with him
in the Ark™” (Genesis 7:23).

God judged the world because He was very angry
that people were being so wicked —and rightly sot
Yet because God is also kind, He made a way for
everyone to find shelter from righteous anger
against sin. Sadly, only Noah and his family obeyed.

God never
forgets true believers because He loves them. So
even though we might be tempted to lose heart
sometimes, the Lord still cares for us!

Slowly, the flood waters disappeared until finally,
the Ark ran aground on top of a mountain. After the
water lowered further, God blessed Noah and his
family, and told them to come out of the Ark to make
a new start. ’'m sure Noah, his family, and all the

God calls each of us to make a new start too.

Sometimes, we forget that God knows everything,
and we can’t understand why He doesn’t answer
our prayers on time. But because God is so wise,
He always knows the best time to act.

The Bible teaches us that God is powerful
enough to do anything. In Genesis 1, God made
the whole world by just speaking! It also teaches
that God is everywhere at the same time: that
there is nothing He doesn’t see; nothing He
doesn’t know. It’s true. King David asked in Psalm
139:7-10, “Where can | go from your Spirit? Where
can | flee from your presence?” There’s nowhere
you can go that God won’t be there too.

Sometimes, even though we believe that God is
all-powerful, and that God is everywhere at once,
we can doubt whether God will do everything in
the best time. Today’s lesson will show that we
have nothing to worry about.

One day. as Jesus was stepping out of a small
boat after crossing Lake Galilee, a man named
Jairus ran up to Him and fell at His feet. ‘My (;
daughter is dying.” he said. ‘Please come and heal
her!” The Lord Jesus agreed and set off to Jairus”
house. On the way, a large crowd of people were
pushing and jostling Jesus, and a woman who
had been sick for twelve years reached out and
touched His cloak. She knew Jesus had the power
to heal her and, sure enough, she was healed at
that very moment!

However, all this time, Jairus’ daughter lay
in bed, as sick as could be. Now imagine if you
were Jairus! What would you have said? “Hurry
up Jesus! Can’t you wait until later to heal this
woman? She’s been sick for twelve years... another
few hours won’t hurt!” But we don’t read that he
said anything like that.

It seems Jairus not only trusted that Jesus was
powerful enough to heal his daughter, but that
He was wise enousgh to be able to do it at the
right time. Jairus n’t try to rush Jesus—even
when messengers came to say his daughter had
died. Jesus encouraged Jairus not to worry, but to
believe in Him.

“ACTION!” On a film set, everyone rushes
about to get ready for the shot. When the
actors are in place, and all the lighting and
props and cameras are ready, the director
shouts, “ACTION!” The same is true of real
faith: once we say we believe in the Lord
Jesus, it’s time to do something about it. It’s
time to ACT!

What we do (or don’t do) shows whether
we believe (or don’t believe) something. It’s
easy for someone to say that they believe in
the Lord Jesus, that they believe He lived on
&arth 2000 years ago:; that they believe
He was powerful and could do miracles; they
could even say that they believe He was the
Son of God. Whether or not they do anything
about it, shows how much they really believe,
their words are just empty with no real
faith! Today, we’re going to read about some
men who believed in the power of Jesus and
did something about it!

For gwhile, the Lord Jesus was very popular
during his earthly ministry. One day, He was
speaking in a house, but so many people
crowded in to hear Him speak, that there
was hardly room to move! There were people
crowded around the door and looking in the
windows. There was no normal way anyone
else could get in to see Jesus. But there was
a crippled man on a stretcher whose friends
knew that if they could only get him to Jesus,
he could be healed!

Jesus Healed The Sick Man

With the door and windows blocked, the
only option left was the roof! So the men
took their crippled friend up onto the roof,
made an opening above where Jesus was
sitting, and lowered him down to where
Jesus could heal him. Jesus saw the great
faith of these men, and that’s exactly what
He did! The poor man had been paralysed
for many years, but at Jesus command,
he stood up, picked up his stretcher, and
carried it home! That’s amazing!

The crippled man and his friends had real
faith, and we can see that by what they did!
They believed in Jesus, in His power and
goodness, and so they had gone to Him —
no matter how difficult or even impossible
it seemed to be. They had completely
believed that Jesus had the power to heal
their friend, and that He was good and
would not say “No” to them. Do you believe
in Jesus?

Where can I flee from your presence?” There’s nowhere you can go that God won’t be there, too.�Sometimes, even though we believe that God is all-powerful, and that God is everywhere at once, we can doubt whether God will do everything in the best time. Today’s lesson will show that we have nothing to worry about.


One day, as Jesus was stepping out of a small boat after crossing Lake Galilee, a man named Jairus ran up to Him and fell at His feet. ‘My little daughter is dying,’ he said. ‘Please come and heal her!’ The Lord Jesus agreed and set off to Jairus’ house. On the way, a large crowd of people were pushing and jostling Jesus, and a woman who had been sick for twelve years reached out and touched His cloak. She knew Jesus had the power to heal her and, sure enough, she was healed at that very moment!


The Lord stopped and asked, “Who touched Me?” The disciples must have thought Jesus was tricking them. “Master,” they said, “There’s a whole mob here pushing up against you, and you ask, ‘Who touched Me?’”

Jesus of course, knew who had touched Him, but he wanted the woman to come forward herself. Finally, she stepped forward and told Jesus what she’d done. The Lord blessed her for her faith.�However, all this time, Jairus’ daughter lay in bed, as sick as could be. Now imagine if you were Jairus! What would you have said? “Hurry up Jesus! Can’t you wait until later to heal this woman? She’s been sick for twelve years… another few hours won’t hurt!” But we don’t read that he said anything like that.��It seems Jairus not only trusted that Jesus was powerful enough to heal his daughter, but that He was wise enough to be able to do it at the right time. Jairus didn’t try to rush Jesus - even when messengers came to say his daughter had died. Jesus encouraged Jairus not to worry, but to believe in Him. Jairus trusted that the Lord knew what He was doing.��When they finally arrived at Jairus’ house, the people were all mourning for the little girl who had died. Jesus sent them all from the room and then went in and took her by the hand. “Little girl,” He said, “I say to you: Get up!” And she did! Jesus raised Jairus’ daughter from the dead. What an amazing example of faith Jairus is. �Do you totally trust in the Lord Jesus like that? Not just that He is all-powerful, but all-wise and all-good as well? When it comes to trusting God, we must trust Him completely!

Read Luke 7:1-10 ��“I don’t have enough faith to trust God for things!” Have you ever said that? Well, it’s a good thing that the size and strength of our faith doesn’t matter as much as the size and strength of the God we have faith in!


‘Concentrated Formula!’ Have you ever read that on the side of a bottle or the back of a box? Some cleaning goods, detergents, and laundry powders have ‘concentrate’ written on them, and you only need a tiny amount to do the cleaning you want. True faith is like that. In fact, Jesus once said that if you have faith the size of a mustard seed, you can move mountains. (Matthew 17:20)


One day, as the Lord Jesus arrived in the city of Capernaum, He met a man who had enough faith to believe in Him for something really BIG! The man was a Roman Centurion, and he sent some of his friends to ask Jesus for His help. The Centurion’s servant, whom he cared for very much, was sick and about to die. Jesus was his only hope! The people pleaded with Jesus to help the Centurion.


Jesus went with them, but before they arrived at the Centurion’s house, he sent Jesus a message: “Lord, you don’t have to come all this way. I don’t deserve to have you in my house. Just say the word and my servant will be healed.

Jesus was very impressed by this man’s faith. He said, “I have not found faith like this in all of Israel!” Sadly, many of the Jews refused to believe in Jesus, even though He had done so much to show that He was their Messiah. Jesus is the Saviour that God sent to save them and us! When the messengers arrived back at the Centurion’s home, they found that his servant had been completely healed.

Read Mark 10:46-52 and Luke 18:1-8 ��‘Knock, Knock, Knock.’ When you knock on a door, it’s hard to know how long you’re going to be standing there before someone answers. Sometimes it’s one knock, sometimes, two, and sometimes you wonder if your arm will fall off before someone answers! When it comes to prayer, it’s not a once-for-all shot. The Lord loves to see our faithfulness in praying to Him. He never tires of hearing the voice of those who love Him. Those who have true faith will ‘keep knocking’ because they know the Lord will answer! 


Sometimes when we ask the Lord for something, He doesn’t seem to answer right away. That’s not because He’s mean. Instead, He just wants us to learn to wait on Him and trust in His timing. God loves to see those who trust Him enough not to give up asking Him for what they need.


One day, as Jesus and His disciples were leaving Jericho, they passed a blind beggar called Bartimaeus. He heard the commotion of the large crowd that surrounded Jesus and asked what was going on. “It’s Jesus of Nazareth,” someone said. Jesus! At these words Bartimaeus’ heart leapt! Jesus of Nazareth, the famous Teacher and Healer who claimed to be the Messiah! Bartimaeus knew this was his one chance to be healed of his blindness! He began to shout.


Suddenly, above the bustling noise of the crowd, people could hear his pleading voice calling, “Jesus, Son of David, have mercy on me!” Many people told him to be quiet.

Extra: How do we know God is interested in us?
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They probably thought that Jesus wouldn’t want anything to do with a dirty, blind old beggar!


But he cried out even louder. Jesus stopped and said, “Call him.” Isn’t it great to know that the Lord Jesus is interested in the poor, sick, weak, and blind people? There isn’t anyone that He is not interested in - and that includes you!





Seeing Jesus’ kind response, the people changed their tune! “Come on. Cheer up!” they said. “Jesus is calling you!” Bartimaeus didn’t need to be told twice. Wrapping his old cloak around him, he jumped to his feet and hobbled to Jesus as quickly as he could. He was so eager to get to Him. Jesus asked him what he wanted and Bartimaeus earnestly replied, “Lord, that I may see!” The Lord Jesus responded with the words that filled Bartimaeus’ heart with joy, “Go, your faith has healed you.” Immediately, Bartimaeus’ sight was restored and he followed Jesus down the road.





Here’s our lesson: Never give up! When someone really trusts in the Lord, they keep on trusting Him for what they need, because they know He is the God who hears and answers prayer!


























Read Mark 2:1-12 ��“ACTION!” On a film set, everyone rushes about to get ready for the shot. When the actors are in place, and all the lighting and props and cameras are ready, the director shouts, “ACTION!” The same is true of real faith: once we say we believe in the Lord Jesus, it’s time to do something about it. It’s time to ACT!


What we do (or don’t do) shows whether we believe (or don’t believe) something. It’s easy for someone to say that they believe in the Lord Jesus; that they believe He lived on earth over 2000 years ago; that they believe He was powerful and could do miracles; they could even say that they believe He was the Son of God. Whether or not they do anything about it, shows how much they really believe, or if their words are just empty with no real faith! Today, we’re going to read about some men who believed in the power of Jesus and did something about it!


For a while, the Lord Jesus was very popular during his earthly ministry. One day, He was speaking in a house, but so many people crowded in to hear Him speak, that there was hardly room to move! There were people crowded around the door and looking in the windows. There was no normal way anyone else could get in to see Jesus. But there was a crippled man on a stretcher whose friends knew that if they could only get him to Jesus, he could be healed!

With the door and windows blocked, the only option left was the roof! So the men took their crippled friend up onto the roof, made an opening above where Jesus was sitting, and lowered him down to where Jesus could heal him. Jesus saw the great faith of these men, and that’s exactly what He did! The poor man had been paralysed for many years, but at Jesus’ command, he stood up, picked up his stretcher, and carried it home! That’s amazing!


The crippled man and his friends had real faith, and we can see that by what they did! They believed in Jesus, in His power and goodness, and so they had gone to Him - no matter how difficult or even impossible it seemed to be. They had completely believed that Jesus had the power to heal their friend, and that He was good and would not say “No” to them. Do you believe in Jesus? Do you have faith in God?
